Addendum to Proof of Claim – Plunimar S.A.  

Case Numbers: 25-10606-LSS / 25-10715-LSS 

Debtors: Controladora Dolphin, S.A. de C.V. and Leisure Investment S.A. 

1. Context and Structure 

Plunimar S.A. (“Plunimar”) is a wholly-owned subsidiary of Controladora Dolphin S.A. de 

C.V., ultimately controlled by Leisure Investment S.A., both debtors under Chapter 11 in 

Delaware. 

In May 2025, Riveron executives (appointed by the lenders) displaced the local directors 

through a shareholder assembly and assumed effective control of Plunimar’s operations 

and finances. Since then, all decisions regarding payroll, vendor payments, animal 

relocation, and financial obligations have been managed by Riveron, leaving the local 

CEO without decision-making power. 

2. Nature of the Claim 

This claim covers: 

• Unpaid statutory severance entitlements and other labor liabilities owed to the 

CFO. 

• Accrued salary and benefits. 

• Personal liability exposure resulting from the absence of a funded exit plan, 

which placed the local CFO at legal risk despite not having decision-making 

authority since May 2025. 

3. Evidence of Abandonment and Delegation 

Attached exhibits demonstrate that: 

• Multiple emails and reports warned Riveron and shareholders of operational, 

legal, and reputational risks if no exit plan was funded. 

• Riveron instructed local management not to pay certain obligations (BBVA loan, 

lease, and some suppliers). 

• Employees and technical directors submitted formal complaints and notes 

demanding certainty. 

• Authorities opened investigations (later dismissed) triggered by inaction, 

exposing the CFO to personal risk. 

4. Legal Grounds for the Claim 

• Under Argentine law, labor claims (severance, salaries, benefits) have absolute 

priority over any other financial debt, including intra-group loans. 

• The CFO acted under instructions from Riveron and cannot bear responsibility 

for unpaid obligations. 

 



• Responsibility must extend to Controladora Dolphin and Leisure Investment, as 

they exercised control and made the decisions that led to non-compliance. 

5. Relief Requested 

Claimants respectfully request that: 

1. Severance and unpaid labor obligations be recognized as priority unsecured 

claims against Controladora Dolphin S.A. de C.V. and Leisure Investment S.A. 

2. Recognition that the CFO acted without decision-making authority after May 

2025 and cannot be held personally liable for unpaid debts or risks to animal 

welfare. 

3. Confirmation that funds from animal sales or lender financing must first be 

allocated to cover employee severance and settlements in Argentina, before any 

intra-group or financial debt repayment. 

 

Important Note on Claim Amounts 

The amounts indicated are based on estimated statutory severance obligations under 

Argentine labor law, calculated as of April 30, 2025, using the official exchange rate 

published by the Central Bank of Argentina on that date. 

The estimated amount for this claim is USD 108.420, corresponding to severance, 

accrued salary, and benefits owed to Germán Ezequiel Fernández, CFO of Plunimar S.A. 

These claims are therefore contingent and unliquidated, as employees have not yet 

been formally terminated but face imminent dismissals due to the permanent closure 

of Plunimar S.A. The estimates are provided to preserve the right to payment and to 

ensure that employee claims are not excluded from the Chapter 11 process.
